2.1.  Name of the lead applicant and your role, the university, research centre or hospital trust where you are based, as well as your address.  As the lead applicant/investigator, you are the main applicant for the centre and you will act as the point of contact for the purposes of this application.  The lead investigator would normally be expected to head up a group of co-investigators.  For the purposes of this application, a centre could be (cf. By signing this application, the host organisation confirms that it is willing to enter into discussions with other centres in the Capability Cluster and with industry about agreeing workable operational functions applicable for all centres in the Cluster.  This will involve a mutually agreeable suite of Intellectual Property (IP) framework and template model contracts between the Capability Cluster and its industry partners.  Template agreements/frameworks are being developed by the cross-sector Capability Cluster Delivery & and Oversight Group and will need to be agreed and implemented by all participating centres.  Setting up suitable operational functions for the Capability Cluster is a key aspect of the concept.  
Should the application be successful and your centre be designated as part of the pilot Capability Cluster this will mean that you and your host organisation will need to commit to operational functions which will be agreed by and are applicable to the whole cluster.
